3 Hexagonal Socket

Did your assembly department ever
advise you to prefer track rollers with
hexagonal sockets? Although this
typically simpliPed mounting, relubrication
through the bearing side-face was usually
not possible.

The new needle track roller has a hexa-
gonal socket on both ends (Figure 17J;
Figure 80). The time and expense
required for mounting are reduced since
the unit can be backed up on each side
without having to use special tools or
improvising with mounting methods
involving potential injury hazards.

Track rollers can be relubricated from all
sides with a grease gun. Relubrication
can be performed either through the
lubrication nipples (Figure 81) provided
or by means of an additional lubrication
groove through press bt.

This provides a double savings:

¥ the surrounding structure is simpler
and more cost-effective

¥ mounting time is reduced since the
roller stud does not have to be aligned

A lubrication adapter is also available
for connecting the bearing to a central
lubrication unit (Figure 87).

This makes the track roller a very
Rexible machine element with many
features that simplify mounting and
maintenance.

4 Summary

Signibcant improvements have been
made to important characteristics
relevant for the operation of the unit.
These new developments include more
protection for the mating track, efbcient
use of lubricant quantities B even under
difbcult operating conditions B and
practical solutions for mounting and
maintenance.

But wonOt these technical improvements
be relected in the price? Not at all!
